Free Green Deal home energy assessments and energy advice for Tewkesbury Borough residents - We need your help!
The 8 Local Authorities throughout Gloucestershire, South Gloucestershire and Wiltshire have been awarded funding from the Department of Energy and Climate Change (DECC) with the aim of encouraging take up of the Governments new Green Deal and ECO obligation that is replacing the traditional grant process. The funding available means that the Severn Wye Energy Agency who are working with the Local Authorities can offer Green Deal assessments completely free up until the end of March 2013. 
All owner occupier and privately renting households can sign up for a free assessment. The assessment takes approximately two hours and a fully qualified, local assessor will visit the house, complete the survey and provide advice and recommendations on improvements and what help is available. If householders are in receipt of certain benefits or living in certain areas, they may be eligible to get insulation (solid wall as well as your typical loft and cavity wall insulation) and heating measures installed with a full or at least heavily subsidised grant under the ECO obligation, an obligation set upon the energy companies to provide funding to those who are most vulnerable and in need of help.
We are looking to work with one or several parish councils in the Tewkesbury Borough and to actively promote these services to householders. We are trying different approaches in different areas but through working with parish councils and their local knowledge and connection with the community, it will hopefully be an effective way of communicating with householders who might have previously been reached. The Severn Wye Energy Agency, with support of Tewkesbury Borough Council would like to provide a letter to householders, highlighting what help is now available, with parish council help. Leaflets can also be provided and it would be fantastic if we could have adverts in local publications if it was possible. Also, we can support local initiatives and events that may be happening in the area.
